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How to do it:

Identify a challenging situation to discuss. Here
is an example: A child is teased for her weight on
the playground. She is surrounded by a group of
students taunting and teasing her as she cries.
What will you do?

The group brainstorms ideas to support this
student. Three or more positive solutions are

identified.
Grade Level Each member shares the one they are most
K-5 comfortable using and why.
